The resurgence of mood swings that result in ag-
gression, suicide and perversity, are sad realities
that sufficiently show that the containment of
these second nature phenomena that seem to
have imposed themselves in the cycle of learning
for young people in particular is one of the new

challenges in education.

In fact, a study has shown that im-
pulsive behaviour can make children look
younger than their age. A child is more likely to
attack a teacher. The teacher who is also a par-
ent in addition to being an educator must al-
ways keep in mind that the learner and the stu-
dent are all children under his authority who de-
serve special attention which includes strict re-
spect for the freedoms of each individual. It is
therefore up to the teacher to avoid certain
scenes, not out of fear, but in order to prevent
acts that could be dramatic for him or for his
subjects. The rules of procedure must provide
that when a child utters inappropriate words or
refuses to submit to the authority of one of his
teachers in the presence of his comrades, he
leaves himself after his teacher has ordered him
to leave. In case of refusal, it is better to call on

the competent people to use violence unless of

The choice of suicide to solve a
problem reflects the failure of a society centred
on itself. Assisted suicide following trauma
demonstrates the failure of a society that has
found its salvation in simplistic solutions that
devalue the gift of life by legitimizing the choice
of the right to no longer live. Psychologists must
have time slots during the school years in order
to prevent suicides.

It's
about examining our conduct, being “serious”
and not “thoughtless”. A child of God who is
truly aware that his life does not belong to him
cannot commit suicide.

Life is therefore not just a suc-
cession of moments of exacerbated rejoicing to
be dismissed or painful episodes to be drama-
tized. It is a treasure that we must manage with
care, by always having recourse to our interior
guide which is none other than this moral con-
science put in us by God to help us make the

To es-
pouse the will of God is to refuse to be a hypo-
crite. It is accepting to believe that nothing good
can be done without the help of the Holy Spirit
of God. Human goodwill needs God's help to
bring about change. To resist all forms of abuse,
we must accept our weakness by refusing to
submit and accept that God is almighty by plac-

ing everything in his hands.
